The photo resist not hardened was under the
opaque part of the negative circuit. After removing
ive we placed the glass in a water bath to
dissolve the unhardened photo resist and then in an
‘acid bath’ to etched away the exposed silver, leav-
ing behind a pattern of silver in the form of the spiral
of the negative. We created the ‘first printed circuit’!

e first? Subsequently we applied for a

patent and we wrestled with the patent office for a

patent. Our patent attorney essentially told us that
we were ‘nuts.” A lot of others thought we were

The patent was finally issued to us and it
was dated May 10, 1950. That is one thing | do re-
member. The patent number was 2.506,604, under
the name Lokker, et al. | didn’t know that my middle
name was ‘et al’.

e we were experimenting we contacted many
companies. But nobody wanted it. You'd be sur-
prised at the stupid corporate responses (see else-
where in the CCMV Newsletter about famous Corpo-
rate responses.) The lack of vision appalled me.
However, in the process of poking around we found
that a company in Chicago (Hallicrafters) that made
radio receivers were using printed circuits in their ra-
dio frequency circuits in exactly the form of our ex-
periments, except that by this time there was copper
clad laminates available. That puzzled me. We
tracked down the manufacturer and found that RCA

Naturally, we contacted RCA and sure enough they
had been experimenting too but did not

There is a long story of negotiations to be told here
which I will shorten quite a bit. It is worthy to note
that RCA attorneys cited ‘prior art’ dating back to
1922 by an inventor named Rubin. In spite of that
RCA settled with us and we got $30,000. RCA in-
vited us to their Princeton NJ labs where they
showed us the development of the color TV. There
was subsequently another licensing that we made to
a company in Boston. Let’'s end the story here.
